3.   Write the assigned TOPIC inside of the border on the left side page.                             Write the date beside the topic. (Sometimes you will choose your own topic!)   
4.   Decorate the border creatively in a theme that matches the topic. COLOR ALL PICTURES
Illustrate the right side page with pictures that relate to the topic.  Pictures may be drawn, printed from the internet, or cut from magazines or newspapers. 
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The following rubrics will be used to assess the probe in 2 subjects, writing and either science or social studies.

	Students must use correct subject/verb agreement.  All sentences must be complete sentences while avoiding run-ons.  Students must form their paragraphs correctly, using indentation, topic and supporting sentences.

	Students must demonstrate purposeful word choice (WOW words).

	Neatness
	10 points
	The probe must look neat and show effort. 


Science/Social Studies

	Accurate information
	30 points
	Students provide correct details about the subject.

	Topic/subject is clear
	20 points
	Students stay on topic throughout the probe.

	Border/Illustration
	30 points
	The border and illustration reflect the topic.

	Creativity
	10 points
	Students use original thinking in their probe. 

	On time
	10 points
	The probe is turned in no later than the due date.
